Course Description:  For Health Science and biology/science majors. A cellular and systemic approach to the study of body functions, including physical and chemical processes and interactions among the systems. Three hours of lecture per week and additional lab component (BIOL 2425) required.

Prerequisites: You should have taken  BIOL 1610, and earned a C or better before enrolling in this course.*  If you have not completed one of these prerequisites, you may be dropped from this course.

* In addition, you are advised (but not required) to take both Human Anatomy and Elementary Chemistry before enrolling in Human Physiology. Therefore, I will assume you know the anatomical relationships of the structures we will be discussing.
